The Institute of Linguistics in collaboration with the Department of Maltese of the University of Malta has
the pleasure to announce a call for participation in the International Programme in Maltese Linguistics
to be held in Malta between 22-31 March 2010. The programme, which is being organised through the
Foundation for International Studies Ltd at the Old University in Valletta, was offered for the first time in
Summer 2009. It comprises of lectures and seminars, as well as a number of visits to historical sites, some
with linguistic interest, around Malta and Gozo.

The International Programme in Maltese Linguistics provides participants with a unique opportunity to
become acquainted with different aspects of the linguistic structure of Maltese and gives them the possibility
to interact directly with Maltese linguists. The programme is aimed primarily at linguists and students of
linguistics but should also appeal to practitioners working with Maltese, such as translators and language
teachers, particularly to teachers of Maltese to adults/foreigners.

A parallel course in Maltese involving input from lecturers of the University of Malta’s Skola tal-Malti will also
be offered if enough interest is expressed.
